LEBANON. BEIRUT, LIFE CENTRE

Aslan Ministries supports the work of Mutual Faith, Lebanon and Church of God, Life Centre
Beirut, Lebanon.

Regarding our refugee work, since 2010, we have been assisting refugees from Iraq and
Syria by providing food, mattresses, first aid, and sharing the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Recently, the conflict between Israel and Hezbollah has displaced many families, including
Shiite and some Christian families, who have sought refuge with us. By the grace of God, we
have assisted thousands in finding their basic needs.
e We have been able to help them with accommodation and their immediate needs,
such as milk for babies, diapers, mattresses, and blankets.
e We have been cooking and distributing hot meals daily to those who have lost their
homes.

e Additionally, we provide food boxes filled with essentials like canned food, oil, milk,
beans, spaghetti, and tuna.

e Currently, we are cooking 200 hot meals every day.

e This ministry has opened doors to meet new families, enroll more children in our
programs, and share the love of Christ.

e We have also started new Al-Masira groups with families and a group for women,
focusing on hygiene, social issues, and spiritual growth. We have distributed
hundreds of Bibles and Christian literature, allowing individuals to read and learn
more about Jesus.
